¾ % Faculty with Masterôs Degree ïNumber of teachers  employed by district 
with Masterôs plus 30 hours or Doctorate divided by number of teachers 
employed by district.

¾ % Teacher Turnover ïNumber of teachers employed by the district divided by 
the total number of teachers employed.

¾ Full Time Principals ïPrincipals can be viewed as Instructional leaders and 
are partially responsible for where money is spent.

¾ Full Time Assistant Principals ïAssistant Principals can be viewed as 
Instructional leaders and are partially responsible for where money is spent.

¾ Full Time Teachers ïNumber of full -time teachers employed by the district.  
Full -time teachers provide consistency in implementing district goals and 
sustainability.



¾ % Permanent Certified Teachers ïThe number of permanently  certified 
teachers divided by the total number of teachers.

¾ Median Teacher Salary ïMedian salary of full -time teachers ïhigher 
salary attracts ñgoodò teachers and higher salary  could mean more veteran 
teachers

¾ Median Years Experience ïMedian years experience of full-time teachers.  
Higher the median years means more veteran teachers

¾ Pupil/Teacher Ratio ïTotal district enrollment divided by number of full -
time and part -time classroom teachers.

¾ Average Class Size - Total registration in specified classes divided by the 
number of classes with registration.



¾ District Enrollment ïNumber of students enrolled in  Pre-K through 
grade 12 plus those in ungraded classes for students with disabilities.

¾ % Pupils with Disabilities ïNumber of students with disabilities divided 
by the total number of students enrolled.

¾ % Limited English Proficiency ïNumber of students with limited English 
proficiency divided by the total district enrollment in one full day during 
the school year, divided by the total K-12 enrollment

¾ % White ïNumber of enrolled White students divided by the total district 
enrollment.

¾ % Hispanic - Number of enrolled Hispanic students divided by the total 
district enrollment.

¾ Smithtown falls below average in the area of INSTRUCTION, excels in 
STUDENT PERFORMANCE.

¾ Northport, first in INSTRUCTION, falls in the average in STUDENT 
PERFORMANCE.

¾ Districts with high INSTRUCTION and low STUDENT PERFORMANCE 
and PERSONNEL are: Northport and Huntington.

¾ While Three Village excels in the area of PERSONNEL, they fall in the 
average when looking at STUDENT PERFORMANCE and INSTRUCTION.

¾ Sayville is struggling in the area of PERSONNEL, yet still manages to 
receive high rankings for STUDENT PERFORMANCE and INSTRUCTION.

¾ STUDENT PERFORMANCE and overall ranking is steady for the top 2 
districts:  COMMACK and SMITHTOWNéhowever Smithtown still ranked 
the lowest in INSTRUCTION.

¾ Northport is ranked above average in FINANCE and average in 
PERSONNEL and STUDENT PERFORMANCE



¾ Northport -East Northport Schools is a district looking to challenge 
its students to achieve academic excellence in all areas.

¾ The NYS Math Assessment scores for the 8th grade are lower than 
the comparable districts, lower than expected, and lower than what 
our students are capable of.

¾ Scores from the NYS Grade 4 Math Assessment in 2001 decreased 
when the same class took the NYS Grade 8 Math Assessment in 
2005.

¾ Northport -East Northport Schools is looking at the comparable 
districts and hoping to move in the direction of Commack Schools 
and Three Village Schools based on the findings from this study.

¾ Northport -East Northport Schools is looking to increase STUDENT 
PERFORMANCE and PERSONNEL to match their level of 
INSTRUCTION.





¾ Based on the data collected, Northport-East 
Northport UFSD ranks the highest in 
Instruction and yet is average in Personnel and 
Student Performance.

¾ Looking at the data, Northport -East Northport 
UFSD is most comparable to districts such as 
Three Village, Smithtown and Commack.

¾ Northport -East Northport UFSD is aspiring to 
raise the caliber of Student Performance and 
Personnel to math their aspiration district, 
Commack.



Taking a Closer Look até

STUDENT PERFORMANCE and PERSONNEL along with data 
collected and analyzed from Commack and Three Village 
Schools:

¾ Average class size needs to be dissected to look at specific 
class sizes in English and Math

¾ Evaluate the effectiveness of staffing allocationsïprovide 
additional reading support in 4 th, 5th, 6th, 7th, 8th grade to 
improve NYS ELA and Math Assessment scores.

¾ Implement software program or screening process when 
approving coursework for salary, professional, and academic 
advancement of PERSONNEL



Knowing that there is 
literature and statistics 
where one can argue 
that class size is not a 
direct determining factor 
for Student 
Performance, it is 
suggested that 
Northport take a closer 
look at the general class 
sizes and instead of 
pulling students who 
require AIS, reduce the 
teacher/pupil ratio and 
use those teachers 
teaching AIS on the 
grade level in their 
respective curriculum 
areas.  Struggling 
students can benefit 
from heterogeneous 
groupings and working 
collaboratively with their 
peers.
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Looking at a districtôs 
Professional development 
plan is an overwhelming 
task.  It is encouraged that 
Northport utilize a software 
program, My Learning Plan 
to  monitor staff 
progression.  Personnel 
needs to be encouraged to 
attain ñcutting edgeò 
knowledge  to enhance their  
instructional strategies.  
Although Northport ranked 
#1 in Instruction,  it is only 
based on the comparable 
districts chosen.  Therefore 
if the STUDENT 
PERFORMANCE data and 
PERSONNEL data is not 
matching in caliber, then the 
INSTRUCTION data is in 
need of  redistribution to 
make effective and 
sustainable change  to  
improve  the academic 
success of all students.
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
